Sequential Mind Pictures- 
This is an effective technique to use in training to teach a number of ideas relating to one concept or steps in a process.

Principles

1.
You, as the facilitator need to choose icons or mind pictures to represent each idea or step.

2.
Choose a section of the walls for each picture that you and the learners are going to visualize the icon or picture you describe.

3.
It helps with retention to hook the mind pictures together in some way. For example below: The second picture, a golden retriever holding a newspaper in its’ mouth might be running toward the first picture, which was Abe Lincoln at the County Fair,

	Respect myself & others
	You turn and look at yourself in the minor and see yourself and other smiling faces appear along with a sign that says “respect”. The sign and the faces come out of the minor & the sign wraps around everyone.

	Respect authority
	Female police officer wearing a large badge that says “respect”. She is looking over at you in the minor

	Use resources wisely
	Wise owl is watching the police officer and turns off the light switch

	Make the world a better place
	You are walking along with the world hand in hand. The suitcase says “destination- a better place. The two of you are singing & the owl hears the singing-perhaps “It’s a Small World.”

	Be a sister to every G.S.
	This group doesn’t hear the world singing as you and a group of your sister Girl Scouts have your arms around each other’s shoulders singing, “We Are Family.”
